REPORT FROM THE TREASURER'S OFFICE 

For t h e  f i r s t  time i n  over three months t h e  inc rease  i n  income is 
"double d i g i t "  again! The November inc rease  was 11.7%. Year-to-date is 
now 10.5%. This is s t i l l  below budget, but i t  is an encouraging trend. 

Last  month I mentioned w e  d i d  no t  know t h e  a c t u a l  amount of increase  
for  t h e  f i n a l  Holy Day o f f e r i n g  because excess  f e s t i v a l  t i t h e  was 
included i n  t h e  o f f e r i n g  t h i s  year.  The amount of i nc rease  f o r  t h a t  
Holy Day o f f e r i n g  was almost equal t o  t h e  amount of excess f e s t i v a l  
t i t h e  t h e  previous year. A t  t h e  p re sen t  time the  combined Holy Day 
of fer ings  and f e s t i v a l  con t r ibu t ions  are 5.3% more than t h e  combined 
f i g u r e  f o r  l a s t  year. This is, however, almost 7% less than t h e  1 2 %  
an t i c ipa t ed  i n  t h e  budget. This shou ld  be a f a i r l y  accurate comparison 
of t h e  change i n  1985 for these cont r ibu t ions .  

You have probably read i n  Mr. Armstrong's recent  l e t t e r s  about deci- 
s ions  made necessary because of lower than expected income. These 
dec is ions  resulted i n  reducing t h e  number of pages i n  "The P la in  Truth" 
and lowering t h e  c i r c u l a t i o n  of t h e  newsstand issues f o r  awhile. Also, 
a number of less e f f e c t i v e  TV s t a t i o n s  have been canceled. These 
changes, p l u s  a "no-increase" budget f o r  nea r ly  a l l  departments, make 
cash-flow p ro jec t ions  p o s i t i v e  f o r  1986. They a l s o  i n d i c a t e  a r e t u r n  
t o  January 1985 r e se rve  l e v e l s  by t h e  end of 1986. W e  a r e  hoping t h a t  
t h e  income w i l l  increase  enough so t h a t  s u f f i c i e n t  r e se rves  can again 
be set  a s i d e  during t h e  months of "plenty" t o  ca r ry  u s  through t h e  
"lean months," much l i k e  what Joseph d i d  i n  Egypt.

I t  
should be a n  onqoinq process  t h a t  con t inues  a l l  year  round, e s p e c i a l l y  
during times of need, emergency o r  d i f f i c u l t y .  W e  are  a l l  human and w e  
are  a l l  subject  t o  s in .  L e t  u s  seek God's help i n  recognizing and 
a c t i v e l y  going t o  work on those  areas of our l i v e s  t h a t  are  no t  prop- 
e r l y  r e f l e c t i n g  t h e  example and mind of Jesus Chr i s t .  

None of u s  has  any power h i s  own t o  do t h e  work of God's min is t ry .  
W e  are only  e f f e c t i v e  t o o l s  f o r  God's u s e  t o  t h e  e x t e n t  t h a t  w e  submit 
ourse lves  t o  H i m  and allow H i m  t o  work through us. L e t ' s  each be sure 
t h a t  w e  are n o t  prevent ing  God from us ing  u s  e f f e c t i v e l y  because of a 
stubborn or hardheaded o r  n e g l e c t f u l  a t t i t u d e  on our part. 

A s  God's min i s t ry ,  l e t ' s  make an  e x t r a  special e f fo r t  a t  t h i s  t i m e  t o  
draw c l o s e  t o  H i m ,  thereby  drawing closer t o  one another  as H i s  u n i f i e d  
body, bonded toge the r  by H i s  love ,  which is t h e  f u l f i l l i n g  of H i s  l a w .  

Growth A s  Mr. Richard R i c e  describes la te r  i n  t h i s  i s s u e ,  w e  were 
de l igh ted  with t h e  record-breaking te lephone  responses  t o  t h e  l a s t  two 
telecasts. Each weekend brought i n  w e l l  over 25,000 calls!  This kind 
of response is due i n  part t o  t h e  effect of t h e  new t e l e v i s i o n  s t a t i o n s  
added t h i s  year.  God has  given u s  great b l e s s i n g s  i n  growth dur ing  
these  past 1 2  months. B u t ,  again,  I stress t h a t  w e  must  each recognize 
t h e  need t o  do our par t  i n d i v i d u a l l y  t o  draw close to a, t o  be 
p l eas ing  H i m .  This  is God's work!  H e  w i l l  see it done. B u t  God h a s  
chosen t o  work  through human instruments .  And a s  Mr. Armstrong has 
o f t en  poin ted  out ,  we can be r e spons ib l e ,  by our own lack of s p i r i t u a l  
growth, f o r  God n o t  f u l l y  b l e s s i n g  u s  as  H e  o therwise  would. 

L e t ' s  take s e r i o u s l y  t h i s  c a l l i n g  God h a s  given us!  What could  ever be 
more important? I f  w e  are  no t  p r o s r e s s i n q  s p i r i t u a l l y ,  i f  w e  are  only 
s tanding  s t i l l ,  only  t r y i n g  t o  j u s t  "hang i n  there," then  w e  a re  so inq  
ba c kwa r d . 
The a p o s t l e  P a u l  admonishes u s  i n  G a l a t i a n s  6:9, "And l e t  u s  n o t  be 
weary i n  well-doing: f o r  i n  due season w e  s h a l l  reap, i f  w e  f a i n t  
not." We cannot s p i r i t u a l l y  a f f o r d  t o  l e t  down i n  prayer ,  i n  Bib le  
s tudy o r  i n  r e g u l a r  f a s t i n g .  Don't permit your se l f  t o  "take i t  easy.' 
A s  P a u l  t o l d  Timothy, "S t i r  up t h e  g i f t  of God [ t h e  Holy Spi r i t1  which 
is i n  you" (I1 Timothy 1:61. God has  given u s  H i s  g r e a t  mercy and 
grace and H i s  power t o  do H i s  w i l l ,  i f  w e  w i l l  on ly  it. L e t  u s  
ca r ry  on f a i t h f u l l y  and f a i n t  not!  

Meat in Due Season It is always a good idea about t h i s  t i m e  of year  t o  
g ive  a sermon regard ing  Christmas, i ts o r i g i n s  and observance, and why 
God's people do no t  keep it. Pastors might also a s s i g n  a sermonette o r  
two t o  cover t h e  balanced C h r i s t i a n  approach t o  dea l ing  w i t h  r e l a t i v e s ,  
f r i e n d s ,  school  a c t i v i t i e s ,  etc. on t h e  subject of Chris tmas.  Mr. 
Herbert Armstrong's "Personal" e n t i t l e d  "Have You Tried t o  Convert 
Others"  i n  t h e  December, 1985, 'Good N e w s "  g i v e s  e x c e l l e n t  i n s t r u c t i o n  
on how t o  fo l low Jesus' example i n  working w i t h  o the r s .  O the r  material 
s p e c i f i c a l l y  p e r t i n e n t  t o  Christmas can a lso be found i n  t h e  same 
issue, as  w e l l  a s  i n  issues of "The P l a i n  T r u t h "  and ' The Good N e w s "  
of previous year  s. 

Try t o  keep a t tuned  t o  what t o p i c s  might be of va lue  a t  Specific times 
i n  t h e  yea r ,  so your t o p i c s  are  always t imely  and interest-evoking.  
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This  is a l s o  t he  t i m e  t o  p l an  sermons on t h e  t o p i c s  of f i r s t ,  second 
and t h i r d  t i t h e s .  The Feast w i l l  be here i n  another  11 months. The 
t i m e  t o  be concerned about f a i t h f u l l y  sav ing  second t i t h e  is, of 
course,  m, n o t  1 0  months from now.

Thank you f o r  your p raye r s  on Mr. Hechel ' s  behalf  dur ing  h i s  i l l n e s s  
and f o r  your cont inued p r a y e r s  for  Mrs. Kay Hechel. 

Molly Moskel, daughter of Mr. and Mrs. John Moskel,  is, a s  most of you 
know, s u f f e r i n g  from leukemia .  She has  been making good progress. The 
Moskels deeply appreciate your concern and p raye r s  and w e  are encour- 
aged by t h e  s teady  improvement. 

Mrs. Robin Hulme has  a l so  been making slow b u t  sure progress ,  and 
though she s t i l l  h a s  a long way t o  go, she  is f e e l i n g  s t e a d i l y  
s t ronger  . 
Also, Mr. and Mrs. Leonard Schreiber g r e a t l y  a p p r e c i a t e  t h e  many 
prayers  on Mrs. S c h r e i b e r ' s  behalf.

I n t e r n a t i o n a l  News  

From Colin Adair October was spen t  ca t ch ing  u p  w i t h  t h e  backlog of 
mail l e f t  from t h e  Feas t  period. J u s t  before  t h e  Feast a d i r ec t  mail 
campaign took place which created much m a i l  f o r  t h e  l a t t e r  h a l f  of 
September and a l l  of October. This, coupled w i t h  o t h e r  mail, gave u s  a 
31.4% inc rease  i n  incoming mail and c a l l s  compared w i t h  t h e  same t i m e  
l a s t  year.  Our year-to-date mail now s t a n d s  a t  17.8% over l a s t  year .  

Income f o r  October was 51.3% u p  on l a s t  year .  While t h i s  may seem a 
very large inc rease ,  i t  is, of course,  due t o  t h e  f a c t  t h a t  t h e  Feas t  
of Tabernacles was h e l d  l a t e r  l a s t  y e a r ,  which meant we had many more 
income days t h i s  October than l a s t .  Year-to-date income s t a n d s  a t  11%. 

Reports from t h e  coord ina to r s  a c r o s s  Canada i n d i c a t e  t h a t  t h e  Feast of 
Tabernacles went extremely w e l l  a t  a l l  si tes.  Attendance was over 
14,00O--which was an  inc rease  of 6.4% on 1984. Offer ings  on t h e  f i r s t  
day were up 16. l%,  and on t h e  Last Great Day 34.4%. 

The b re th ren  have commented very  favorably  on Mr. Armstrong's book 
"Mystery of t h e  Ages" and wish m e  t o  pass on the i r  thanks t o  him f o r  
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producing such a f i n e  work. From F o r t  McMurray, AB, t h e  most n o r t h e r l y  
church i n  Canada, t o  Windsor, Ontar io ,  t h e  most sou the r ly ,  a l l  extend 
t h e i r  thanks for Mr. Armstrong's e f f o r t s .  

The f a s t  day f o r  t h e  h e a l t h  of Mr. Armstrong and o t h e r s  with s e r i o u s  
i l l n e s s e s  i n  t h e  Church was taken  sobe r ly  by t h e  b re th ren  here. Almost 
con t inua l ly ,  members and m i n i s t e r s  a l i k e  are  i n q u i r i n g  how h e  is. The 
concern is obvious and t h e  b r e t h r e n ' s  p r a y e r s  cont inue.  

Canada's 11% unemployment ra te  con t inues  t o  be a problem f o r  some 
members. However, many l o c a l  churches have begun a campaign t o  he lp  
members o b t a i n  employment by hold ing  j o b  seminars i n  which p a s t o r s  
i n s t r u c t  members how t o  go about g e t t i n g  a job. The campaign has  been 
very successful i n  some church areas, r e s u l t i n g  i n  members ob ta in ing  
s u b s t a n t i a l  employment af ter  not  having worked f o r  years .  

From Dibar Apartian There are 4 0  French-speaking c o u n t r i e s  and/or 
dependencies l o c a t e d  i n  Western Europe, North America, t h e  Caribbean, 
South America, North Africa, Western and Cen t ra l  Africa, t h e  Indian  
Ocean and t h e  South Pacific. A popula t ion  of 250,000,000 l i v e  i n  these 
coun t r i e s .  They have d ivergent  cultures--all  t h e y  have in common & - t h e  French lanuuaue! The surface areas where these people  l i v e  is 
16,212,276 square ki lometers .  

The worldwide c i r c u l a t i o n  of "La Pure V e r i t e "  is  up  32.6% over l a s t  
year.  W e  c u r r e n t l y  have 177,499 subscribers, of whom 67,490 have been 
added t o  our f i l e s  so f a r  t h i s  year .  P e n e t r a t i o n  of "La P u r e  Verite" 
among t h e  40 French-speaking c o u n t r i e s  is c u r r e n t l y  1 i n  every  1 ,017  
persons. 

The c i r c u l a t i o n  of "La Bonne Nouvelle du Monde a Venir" ( t h e  French 
"Good N e w s " )  h a s  a l s o  experienced good growth. The c u r r e n t  c i r c u l a t i o n  
is 30,273--which is an  i n c r e a s e  of 136.9% over l a s t  year .  

Curren t ly  2 1  orda ined  m i n i s t e r s  and two t r a i n e e s  s e r v e  i n  27 French- 
speaking churches.  The average weekly Sabbath s e r v i c e  a t tendance  
s t ands  a t  2,642 persons,  an  i n c r e a s e  of 16.7% above l a s t  year .  

Attendance a t  t h e  f i v e  French Feast of Tabernacles  sites was 2,947--an 
inc rease  of 15.5% over l a s t  year .  Holy Day o f f e r i n g s  f o r  1985 were 
36.3% above l a s t  year ,  w i t h  an o v e r a l l  i n c r e a s e  given per person of 
21.7%. 

Radio is  e f f e c t i v e  i n  a r e a s  and hours  where people are  s t i l l  tuning  in .  
RTL-Radio covers  t h e  nor thern  q u a r t e r  of France, reaching t h e  P a r i s i a n  
region. Radio SUD broadcas t s  from Andorra i n t o  most of Southwestern 
France. 

We've j u s t  added four new rad io  s t a t i o n s  i n  t h e  Abitibi-Val d'Or region 
of Quebec. This opens u p  a rather isolated reg ion  1,500 kilometers 
northwest of Montreal. Two new r a d i o  o p p o r t u n i t i e s  i n  Martinique have 
opened u p  on p r i v a t e  FM s t a t i o n s .  

"The World Tomorrow" s u b t i t l e d  i n  French is having a s y n e r g i s t i c  effect  
i n  whatever French areas it has  been a i r i n g .  TMC-TV, b roadcas t ing  from 
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Monte Carlo, reaches a l a r g e r  a rea  of southeas te rn  France t h i s  year ,  
including Marseille and Aix-en-Provence. S i x  new s t a t i o n s  are car ry ing  
t h e  French-subtit led broadcasts i n  Canada. Three a re  i n  Quebec and 
three i n  nor thern  Ontar io ,  where there is  a s i g n i f i c a n t  French-speak- 
i n g  population. 

F u t u r e  p o s s i b i l i t i e s  of increased t e l e v i s i o n  i n  France are looking very 
br ight .  Within t h e  next one t o  two y e a r s  i t  appears  t h a t  a p r i v a t e  
cable TV indus t ry  w i l l  open up i n  France. 

A s  an inexpensive s u b s t i t u t e  t o  running a newsstand program, we a r e  
j u s t  kicking o f f  a new program called Chevalet-prgsentoir  program 
(ease l  cardholder) .  In s t ead  of d i s t r i b u t i n g  a magazine w i t h  i t s  inher- 
e n t  production and t r a n s p o r t a t i o n  c o s t s ,  w e  simply nego t i a t e  space i n  
l o c a l  business  es tabl ishments ,  such  a s  shopping cen te r s ,  and d i s t r i b u t e  
brochures a d v e r t i s i n g  "La P u r e  V6rit6." A s  t h e  c o s t  of t h e  two-color 
brochures is minimal and t h e  format does not  change from month t o  
month, w e  can t a k e  advantage of large p r i n t i n g  runs and can s h i p  them 
i n  b u l k  by sea  f r e i g h t .  

In Martinique w e  have now placed s i x  Chevalets-prgsentoirs  i n  super- 
markets, d i s t r i b u t i n g  i n  three w e e k s  3,160 brochures. We've had over 
250 responses so f a r ,  which is a 4% response rate. Last week we 
received 215 responses from newly placed easel cardholders  i n  
Guadeloupe. 

French Canada continued t h i s  year t o  employ direct  mail t o  good advan- 
tage,  adding 13,568 new people--49.8% of t h e  wh i t e  mail from French 
Canada. And worldwide, "SClection" (French e d i t i o n  of Reader's Digest)  
accounted f o r  22% of our w h i t e  mail of 15,030 responses through 
November 7,  counting as  well new responses received from previous 
years '  ads. 

The Pasadena o f f  ice, where everything is c e n t r a l i z e d  and computerized, 
handles nea r ly  a l l  of t h e  e d i t o r i a l  w o r k ,  i n  add i t ion  t o  worldwide 
adminis t ra t ion.  A t  t h e  present  t h i s  o f f i c e  has  a t o t a l  of 1 6  em- 
ployees: two min i s t e r s ,  f i v e  f u l l - t i m e  employees and nine s t u d e n t s .

Regional Reports The progress  of God's work worldwide i n  1985, much of 
which was reported a t  t h e  Regional D i r e c t o r s  Conference here November 
18 through 21, w i l l  be comprehensively covered i n  the  January 27 issue 
of "The Worldwide N e w s . "  Year-end reports from t h e  Church ' s  1 2  
reg iona l  o f f i c e s  and some Pasadena departments w i l l  be included i n  t h i s  
s p e c i a l  issue, along w i t h  noteworthy achievements from 1985, p l a n s  f o r  
1986, and special problems and other needs a b o u t  which t h e  r eg iona l  
d i r e c t o r s  would l i k e  b re th ren  t o  pray. 

April 'Plain Truth' J u s t  be fo re  t h e  Regional D i r e c t o r s  Conference w e  
had our Apr i l  "P la in  T r u t h "  p lanning  se s s ion .  Along w i t h  "Mystery of 
I s r a e l , "  chapter 5 ,  p a r t  2, of Mr. Armstrong's book, and h i s  
"Personal ,"  w e  have scheduled Mr, Armstrong's "What Is t h e  Purpose of 
t h e  Resurrect ion?" 

An a r t i c l e  d iscussed  as t h e  la te -breaking  March lead is "Britain-- 
Problems From Within and Without ."  S t an  Bass, r eg iona l  d i r e c t o r  of t h e  
Caribbean area, a t t ended  t h e  Commonwealth Heads of Government meeting 
i n  t h e  Bahamas s h o r t l y  af ter  t h e  Feast.

"Youth" magazine. That means t h o s e  young people i n  t h e  Church who were 
j u s t  o l d  enough t o  r e c e i v e  t h e  magazine--13 y e a r s  o l d  when t h e  f i r s t  
issue came out--will  be 18 when "Youth 86" comes o u t  i n  January. I n  
these l a s t  f i v e  yea r s ,  added t o  those  young people i n  t h e  Church a r e  
more than  200,000 o the r  subscribers who are n o t  associated w i t h  t h e  
Church, inc luding  60,000 l ibrar ies .  

"Youth 85" now goes i n t o  138 c o u n t r i e s  and t e r r i t o r i e s .  Although t h e  
United S t a t e s  and Canada make u p  85 pe rcen t  of t h e  230,000 r eade r s ,  t h e  
magazine is a l s o  going i n t o  c o u n t r i e s  from Alge r i a  t o  Zimbabwe, from 
China t o  Yugoslavia, from I r a n  (363 readers!)  t o  Poland, 

A s  I t o l d  t h e  r eg iona l  d i r e c t o r s ,  w e  always a p p r e c i a t e  any sugges t ions  
you may have f o r  t h e  "Youth" magazine, a s  w e l l  a s  news c l i p p i n g s  abou t  
hero ic  young people and o t h e r  items from your area t h a t  would be i n t e r -  
e s t i n g  t o  teens .  Art ic les  i n  t h e  January "Youth 86" issue cover every- 
t h ing  from sports  s a f e t y  t o  coping w i t h  fami ly  c o n f l i c t .  Other sub- 
jects  inc lude  evolu t ion ,  communication, f a c i n g  your fears  and goa l  
s e t t i n g .  On t h e  cover is an  action-packed snow-skiing photograph.

TWO NEW WATS RECORDS; RECORD NUMBER OF NAMES; EXCELLENT BOOK RESPONSE 

!Fwo New WATS Records A record-breaking response t o  t h e  telecast  "Revela- 
t ion :  Ca ta s t roph ic  Event" inundated t h e  Pasadena and B i g  Sandy WATS 
o f f i c e s  over t h e  weekend of November 23-24. A t o t a l  of 25,552 ca l l s  were 
answered--more than  5,000 (25 pe rcen t )  over t h e  previous record.  The 
number of ca l l s  would have been approximately 1 ,200  h igher  had Chicago 
s t a t i o n  WGN no t  preempted t h e  program because of a TV special. 

Then t h e  fol lowing weekend (November 30-December 1) t h e  program "The P l a i n  
T r u t h  About Christmas" brought i n  26,020 cal ls ,  s e t t i n g  a new record. 
This is t h e  1 0 t h  time t h i s  year  t h a t  each previous  record has been broken. 
The telecast about Christmas has  always p u l l e d  very w e l l .  However, t h i s  
response was n e a r l y  double l a s t  y e a r ' s  a i r i n g  (December 2) which produced 
13 ,101  cal ls .  A s  w e  e n t e r  t h e  win te r  season, w e  are  see ing  t h e  f u l l  
effect of t h e  new s t a t i o n s  added t h i s  year .  

Record Number of Names This  year  a record number of new people have been 
added t o  our computer f i l e .  This f i l e  c o n t a i n s  n o t  on ly  t h e  "Pla in  Truth" 
subsc r ip t ion  list, b u t  also those of "The Good N e w s ,  " "Youth" magazine, 
t h e  Correspondence Course and o t h e r s  who request only  booklets .  

The number added through October was 1,763,834--which surpassed t h e  t o t a l  
f o r  a l l  of l a s t  year .  O f  these new people, 1,455,000 subscr ibed t o  "The 
P la in  Truth" and 227,000 were s e n t  a sample copy a t  t h e  r eques t  of a 
f r i e n d .  The remaining 81,000 d i d  n o t  subscr ibe  t o  "The P l a i n  T r u t h "  b u t  
d i d  reques t  o the r  l i t e r a tu re .  

The "World Tomorrow" program was t h e  No. 1 source  of these new names--it 
brought i n  495,000 (28 percent  of t h e  t o t a l ) .  The newsstand program was 
No. 2 with 288,000 (16 p e r c e n t ) .  Other major sources  inc lude  "Pla in  
Tru th"  blow-in cards, l i t e ra ture  envelopes,  t h e  waiting-room program, t h e  
Apri l  READER'S DIGEST ad and a direct-mail l e t t e r  t h a t  o f f e r e d  "The P l a i n  
Tru th .  " 
Based on t h e  c u r r e n t  ra te  of adding new people, we w i l l  probably reach t h e  
two m i l l i o n  mark before  t h e  year  is over. 

Excellent Book Response The response t o  Mr. Armstrong's o f f e r  of "Mystery 
of t h e  Ages" t o  "Good N e w s "  readers has  s e t  a new record. W e  have now 
received 200,000 letters--a 41.7 pe rcen t  r e tu rn .  The former record  was 
set i n  1964 when 41.4 percent  of t h e  subscribers reques ted  the  book "God 
Speaks O u t  on t h e  New Morality." The t o t a l  response w i l l  cont inue t o  
climb and may reach 50 percent .  Many have read t h e  f i r s t  i n s t a l l m e n t s  i n  
"The P l a i n  T r u t h "  and a re  anxious ly  awai t ing  t h e  complete volume. Some 
s ta te  they  expect  Mr. Armstrong's book t o  answer q u e s t i o n s  t h a t  have 
puzzled them a l l  t h e i r  l i v e s .  

I t  seems i n c r e d i b l e  t h a t  w i t h  a l l  of our be l t - t i gh ten ing ,  1985 w i l l  prove 
t o  be a record-breaking year  i n  almost every category.
